1. Declarations of Interest

Matters arising
The replacement village sign was raised.  The Clerk explained that she needed photographs of the sign and its dimensions in order to obtain quotes.  Cllr Collins agreed to do this and forward to the Clerk.

Public Participation

The state of the bridge sign was raised.  It was agreed that if the sign we have was deemed suitable then it would be replaced.
Cllr Emily Pearlstone briefly went through the Somerset Council Report and reported that the Council had passed their budget so would be ok for the next 12 months.  Cllr Pearlstone reported that they were looking at several options to reduce the shortfall in funds over the next 12 months, relaying that the majority of funds had been spent on social care and housing. Cllr Pearlstone also confirmed that the rise in Council Tax would be 4.99%.
