2.     Declarations of Interest

There were no declarations of interest.

Matters arising
The issue about the fence was not resolved except to go back to an original agreement that the responsibility belongs to the landowner. However, a couple of suggestions were made about disguising the wall put up by the district council. This could be done by planting hedging in front of the wall and allowing it to grow up to the height of the present fencing. It was also recognised that this may cause issues of undermining the wall in time or restricting the line of sight coming out of the driveway. Either way it was agreed that this is the landowner’s decision.

Public Participation

The state of the roads was again raised, in particular the junction of Payne’s Lane, Milton on the B3165 where there is considerable erosion on the road edge.  Cllr Emily Pearlstone said that she would take this up with highways and get them to come and look at the problem, the state of Church Lane was also mentioned.

The defibrillator has now been fitted and the responsibility of maintenance and insurance was discussed. It was agreed that the Parish council would pay for the maintenance and insurance, however the risk assessment will fall under the Village Hall’s responsibility.

The total cost of these are £50 per session and each session will last 2 hours.  A date for this has yet to be confirmed. Booking will be necessary for these sessions, and this should be through Ann Campbell.
